The symbols found

on carpets often have a Taoist or Buddhist origin.

On old carpets, it is common to see fine cotton

warps which, combined with a thick velvet

thread, give big knots and carpets which are at the

same time very thick, soft and supple and

extremely solid. They were manufactured, among



others, in the provinces of Gansu, Ningxia,

Suiyüan and Inner Mongolia in the city of

Baotou) also pronounced "Paotou" in Europe.
