A set of seating furniture consisting of apair of
armchairs and a small sofa, signed 'Lebas, circa
1785

Painted beechwood. Highly architectural in
design. Richly carved al over in superb detail and
clarity. Straight, flat seat backs supported on each
side by detached fluted columns, topped with
stylized acanthus leaf capitols and stylized
plumes. Seat back 'en chapeau'. Fluted armrests
topped with Greek key motif. Shaped seat rests
on 4 turned and fluted legs.

The two armchairs bear the stamp of Parisian
menuisier Jean Baptiste Lebas (1729 - 1800,
awarded master joiner in 1756). The pieces also
bear an inventory stamp 'C' (see photos), and the
