(1831-1900) born in Toulouse, he learned
drawing in Paris at Carrier-Belleuse and entered
the school of fine artsin 1854 in Francois
Jouffroy's studio. He began at the salon in 1857
and won the Prix de Rome in 1859 with Mézence
wounded. He then spent five years at the French
Academy in Rome and sent several of hisworks
to the Salon, notably in 1864 his Vainqueur au
combat de coq.
