represented as a man with a beard and white
eyebrows, with advanced baldness and holding a
gnarled stick, symbol of the immortals. He
became famous as Shou L ao, the god of longevity
and the "Old Man of the South Pole". It is he who
decides the date of death of each person, which
he putsin writing. The digits of this date cannot
be changed, but they can sometimes be
