The puppets are said to have magical powers and

the "Dalang" (the puppeteer and narrator) is a

mythical character. In a shadow theatre, the

puppets are manipulated by the "Dalang" behind

a cotton sheet screen.

The Dalang narrates the story, performs the

characters and voices for each character,

producing all the sound effects
