After secondary studies and a scientific
baccalaureate, he entered the School of Fine Arts
in Toulon in 1948, to study architecture there,
then became a pupil of the painters Eugene
Babouléne and Henri Pertus, and discovered
Bonnard, Edouard V uillard and Jean Pougny. In
1950, with classmates from the school: Gilbert

L ouage, Jacques Burois, Monique Ducreux,
Monique Roy and Lucien Long, he created the
Group 50 which exhibited at the Toulon gallery
"LaPaette’, at the Museum of Fine Artsin
