The
pottery remains the property of the Paillart
brothers until 1824, it will then be managed by
only one of the brathers: Vaentin and his partner
Hippolyte Hautin. Hyppolite Hautin and Louis
Boulenger take over the management of the
factory after the departure of Valentin Paillart in
1836. The pottery becomes Boulenger-Hautin et
Cie. However, it was not until the second
Boulenger generation, in 1863 with Hippolyte
