Faithful to

its concepts, Fer employs a very divided touch

and a lively and colorful palette made of soft

greens, blue, pink, bright yellow, a very

emblematic work of Fer and of course lessons

from Seurat and Signac. Edouard Fer was

therefore one of the most famous painters of Nice

at the beginning of the 20th century, he developed

the principles of neo-impressionism like Seurat,



Signac, Cross or Valtat, with whom he rubbed

shoulders with some. His favorite field will be his

favorite city, Nice, but he will also produce

superb portraits, nudes or still lifes, but also

posters and finally he will even write a book

"Solfège de la couleurs" which will be a reference

in the world. paint. Like any good self-respecting

neo-impressionist, his works of divided invoices

are the most popular with amateurs, especially

since they are rather rare on the market and some

achieve very very good results in sales.
