An angel of God stops him, telling him not to

raise his hand against his son ("Lay no hands on

this young man, do him no harm!...your son, your

only son!"). Now God knows that Abraham fears

him, because he did not steal his son from him. A

ram that had its horns caught in a bush is

sacrificed on the altar.
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
