This particular scaleis also called steelyard

or Roman balance and exploits the principle of
the lever

to determine the weight of an abject.

The hook at the top acts as afulcrum,

the goods to be weighed are hung on the chains or
on the hook at the bottom

therefore by moving the weight along the rod, one
triesto find the equilibrium point.

The value indicated on the auction notch will be
the weight of our object.

In this specific balance we have the possibility to
invert

the fulcrum and the hooks so as to obtain two
different weighing scales:
