Well-typed proportions, typical hairstyle, low

eyelids, grimacing mouth, hands joined on the

thorax, apparent male sex, are the criteria

corresponding to the canons of the artists of the

Ntem plateau. Tradition reports that the Byeri

statuettes were commissioned from sculptors

known for their skill, the Beba or Mba, masters of

wood and holders of all the know-how necessary

to transform them into "images" of the sacred. It

was important for the prestige of the customers,
