Following his second marriage in 1894 in Les
Eyziesin the Dordogne, Cabié repeatedly set up
his easel on the banks of the VVézére which
crosses the small historic town. It is here
downstream from the town of Les Eyziesthat the
painter comes to stand, in a horizontal format
emerging on the Vézere valley which must be
after the curve marked by the path. The village of
Campagne - opposite Saint Circq du Bugue,
which Louis Cabié regularly represents - is
embellished with a magnificent property owned
by the Campagne family until 1970, when the last
marquis ceded it to the State. We are looking for
any work or any information relating to the artist
to complete his biography as well as a catalog
raisonneé currently being compiled.
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
