L ouis Kuppenheim founded his workshop with
Heinrich Witzemann in 1854 in Pforzheim,
Germany. Three years later, he decided to
continue working on his own under the name
"Louis Kuppenheim", and became a gold and
silver box maker, a goldsmith of great renown in
Germany at the beginning of the 20th century. In
view of the quality of hiswork, during his career
Kuppenheim was called upon by major houses
such as Cartier and Boucheron, for whom he
produced pieces for the very highest luxury. His
workshop focused mainly on small objects, such
as smokers items, desks and vanity sets. At its
peak, the company employed over 200 craftsmen
inits Pforzheim factories and, in addition to its
Paris shop, had athriving export business.The
high quality of Kuppenheim work was recognised
and rewarded with a gold medal at the Universal
Exhibition in Parisin 1900.However, asthe
Kuppenheims were of Jewish origin, after 1933
their business declined and increasing Nazi
persecution led to the closure of the

company.
