A broad touch and a beautiful pictorial material
which admirably renders the atmosphere of old
villages with stone constructions; three old ladies
who enliven the street chatting in front of the old
grocery store, testimony to a bygone erawhere
calm and conviviality reigned, far from the
hubbub of our current cities.

Born in the
Tarn in 1893, he began by studying the piano and
remained afervent musician throughout hislife,
also playing the organ and the cello. He enrolled
in 1917 at the Ecole des Beaux Artsin Paris
where he was a pupil of Fernand Cormon and
Ernest Laurent.
