He then left Ghent on June 7, 1901
for Saint Josse. He then lived at rue Verte 111
where he was employed as a"plaster moulder”. In
1907 Gustave Van Vaerenbergh was appointed as
asculptor. He worked for the Carli et Fréres
establishments, rue de I'Olivier in Schaerbeek
until 1925. He would then have had his own
workshop in Ixelles He mainly created Art
Nouveau style busts but aso children, Pierrot,
