Initially seduced by Impressionist painting,
Vanier later let himself be conguered by the pure
color of the Fauvist tendencies, of those painters
(including Matisse, Vlaminck, Derain, Friesz,
Manguin, Van Dongen) who, moving away from
I mpressionism, gave scandal to the Salon
d'Automne in Parisin 1905 for the wild
expressive violence of color, applied in strong
and pure shades and which the French critic De
Vauxcelles had called with the nickname of
"fauves" or "beasts’.
