Currently he only

practices art, focusing particularly on painting in

all its techniques and drawing. He occasionally

designs theater sets. He participated in numerous



exhibitions in Poland and abroad and was

awarded 18 times. In 1995, a film about the work

of Tadeusz Kuduk was made for TVP. Works at
