He is also
an art critic under the name Pierre Morisse and
writes notably for Laliberté du Sud-Ouest. His
work represents the landscapes of Gironde, the
Basque Country, and the Pyrenees. He is one of
those artists who largely participated in the
development of landscape painting in the South
