This vase belonged to Charles Christofle,
jeweler and goldsmith, creator of the goldsmith
house of the same name.47 cm high.Please note a
dlight crack in the enamel at the neck visible
under UV light of around 4 cm and only on the
exterior part of the vase.This crack in the enamel



is probably a cooking defect.
