Thanks to its elegant descriptive taste and that
scenographic sensitivity typical of the Flemish
landscape tradition of the late seventeenth
century, together with the meticul ousness of the
smallest details, the composition is fully among
the most beautiful and important works on the
market by Van der Velde.

We see immortalized by the author afascinating
coastal view, with some boats intent on
navigating the shores of the city, which could
evoke Antwerp - the painter's birthplace - with
outstretched sails, flying the Dutch flag. Some
lifeboats are reaching the vessel on the left to
supply it with the necessary provisions. The
representation of the ancient buildingsis very
fascinating, such asthe great basilicawith the bell
tower, and also the religious building with the
park surrounded by the high walls that we can
admire on theright.

The work, as atypical element of Van de Velde's
painting, is characterized by being wrapped in a
light golden veil, in an all-Italian taste, with a
predominance of blue and ocher tones, which
envelop the painting in afairytale atmosphere and
out of the time.
