Robert Dessales-Quentin was born in one of the
most beautiful villagesin France: Brantdme,
nicknamed the Venice of Périgord, sinceitis

following trestment that was unsuitable for his
intolerance to quinine, which was unknown at the
time. His father, a notary from Brantme, decided
to quickly send him to Paris where he would
study at the National Institute of Deaf Mutes.
Aware of hisartistic tastes, his parents had him
enrolled at the Jullian Academy, in the workshop
of the famous Jean-Paul Laurens. A man of taste
and terribly attached to his land.
Dessales-Quentin easily turned to landscapes
rather than history painting to which his studies
predestined him. It isin Périgord that he will
quickly return and find his way in the
representation of local heritage. Castles, beautiful
residences, churches and city views were
presented in 1909 at the Salon des Artistes
Francaisin Paris. It was in watercolor that he was
most comfortable, even obtaining a Grand
Honorable Mention at the Salon in 1928, arare
occurrence for this medium. In oil he will have
several different periods and styles, in particular a
period that could be called "wisterid', due to the
recurring presence of this plant between the two
warsin his paintings. Drawing teacher for more
than fifteen years at the great Saint-Joseph
Ingtitution in Périgueux, and in his studio on rue
du Plantier, he was named by his students the
"genius left-hander”. It is aso within this
workshop that Dessal es-Quentin welcomed the
"all of Périgord" every year for an extremely
anticipated exhibition of his works. Accustomed
to old Périgord stones, he will not abandon
"elsewhere". Corréze will be aland of recurring
passage, but also the Basque Country, both
French and Spanish. He will exhibit hisworksin
many French cities, traces of which we find very
regularly through the well-known labels on the
back of the watercolors and their original frames.

Uzerche, Turenne, Ségur le Chéteau, Le Saillant,
Donzenac and it is now Treignac which takes its
place in the Corréze corpus of Dessales-Quentin.
Thisvery large, very bright and well-placed
composition is created on the banks of the



Vézére, and offers us in the foreground the river
and the old bridge above which the city was
formed. The old church and houses are camped
on thisridge at the end of which a disappeared
fortress stood. Today the town of Treignac has
moved to alarger area where larger houses and
squares have been built.
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
