Old cuff bracelet forming a rigid oval bangle

formed of several falling gold plates, articulated

together and decorated with gadroons on the top.

The last one hiding the push-button and rack

clasp. A safety chain is present. On the top, an

important openwork pattern is formed of

delicately chiselled interlacing and decorated in

applique with a fleur-de-lys pattern partially

enameled in large blue and 2 crescent moon

patterns, also partially enameled. The fleur-de-lys

is set with a line of old cushion-cut diamonds and

the 2 crescent moons are set with 2x3 old

cushion-cut diamonds. 5 other old cushion-cut

diamonds are set on the decoration.
