- French crab stamp 800/1000 in use from 1834 to

1984 present on the dust cover, edge of the box

and on the head of the partially erased pendant. -

Goldsmith's mark to be indentified in a diamond

shape on the bowl with a beehive in the middle

and the letters LR On either side of the beehive

and the words fine silver, number 10522

engraved on the bowl and the dust cover. - Dust

cover engraved intaglio L.Clauzier Firminy

commune of the Loire (42). - Edge of the watch

in diamond shape and chiseled and guilloché

bowl, slightly domed and beveled mineral glass. -

White enamel dial, Roman numerals for the hours

painted black, gold-colored dot graduation for the



minutes, Louis second hand in gold metal. -

Movement in gilded brass jeweled with rubies

with advance and delay cylinder escapement. -

Pendant winder and set the time by pressing the

small push button located at the top left next to

the head of the pendant while turning the winder

at the same time clockwise watch. - In perfect

working order, revised by a watchmaker. - Late
