Inspired by engravings or miniatures

from medieval guest books, it is April in

Limousin, (In the Rustican, a medieval treatise on

agriculture, the month of April is dedicated to

shearing sheep.) Shearing was then done in a

seated position, legs tied. Clothes are medieval,

sky starry with gold.

On back of the convex copper, a black fondant.
