The chair has been

beautifully upcycled. The original, worn dark

lacquer has been carefully removed, revealing the

beautiful, pristine elm wood underneath. The

ornate central bar has been painted in a matte

gold colour, which shimmers in certain lighting

conditions and blends into the natural wood frame

in others.
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
