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the path leading up to the left draws our gaze into
the diffuse depths of the forest.

The whol e scene exudes the atmosphere of a
forest bathed in summer light. The dark,
moss-covered trunks of the beech trees gleam
silvery in the sunlight, which refracts on the water
of the trickling stream, creating a blurred
reflection. The leaves, created with virtuoso color
adjustments, range from very dark to light green,
giving the forest alively vibrato of vegetal
vitality. The green seems to glow mysteriously
and magically from within. Aswe look at it, we
are absorbed by the atmosphere of the forest and
become increasingly present in the image
ourselves.
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
