called "Guy Le Florentin" spent his childhood

and adolescence in Italy and arrived in Marseille

in the 1920s.He then met Raimu, who suggested

he make a film, but Guy Le Florentin preferred to

devote himself to painting.He earned his living by

making commissioned portraits, but became



mainly known for his Corsican and Provençal

landscapes.In 1927, he founded La Galerie

contemporaine in Paris (Montmartre).He lived in

Corsica from 1930 to 1938, then lived between

Marseille, Monaco and Paris until the end of his
