72

pieces in total To counteract the continental

blockade Napoleon I encouraged, among other

things, the creation of the Vonèche glassworks

and crystal factory, which at the fall of the

Empire was no longer on French territory. To be

able to continue selling its production in France

Aimé-Gabriel d'Artigues requested a derogation

from Louis XVIII, this was granted on condition

that d'Artigues founded an equivalent crystal

factory in France. This is how the former Verrerie

Saint Anne became a crystal factory under the

name of: Établissements de Vonèche à
