to the procelaines. These pieces, known as "Terre

de Lorraine", offer a panorama of late

18th-century sculpture: Salon models and groups,

statuettes, but also popular or gallant genre

scenes, busts, medals and portraits.  The



whiteness of the material gives them the

appearance of marble, which makes them a great

success. Condition report: minor wear to the gold.
