Then, he studied at the Geneva

School of Fine Arts, where he created his first

statuettes based on terracotta. Upon his return to

France after the war, Le Verrier opened his own

workshop. The outbreak of World War II forced

him to flee to the South, and he subsequently



returned to Paris, where he lived and worked until

his death on June 6 at the age of 82. Maison Max

Le Verrier continues the tradition of the artist's

studio in Kremlin Bicêtre.
