Housed in its original case, this spun glass casket
features tranglucent glass panels and mirrors
decorated with spun glass patterns of flowers,
garlands, and bouquets. The frameis set with
gilded metal bands, and the inside of the box is
divided into four compartments, intended for
storing a set of accessories and embellished with
spun glass ornaments.

A coat of armsison the lid, and a dedication
appears on the facade of the casket, though both
are illegible. This casket was most certainly a
gift for ayoung woman, and was probably crafted
