Hereisavisual
suggestion of what our eagle could look like
today if we had it re-gilded, or if its future owner
undertook to have it restored with gold leaf: a
metamorphosis that magnifies the finesse of its
feathers and the nobility of its posture, while
restoring the symbolic power it embodies.We
offer it for salein its current state, in terracotta
and inits original color.
