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Description

Thisisthe third study after the two previous ones.
Masterfully painting of rosesin the Biedermeier
style were created in the first half of the 19th
century by Franz Komlésy (Ferenc Komldssy, in
Hungarian), the listed Austro-Hungarian
landscape and flower painter, bornin 1817 in
Temesvér and died in 1892 in Vienna. Komlosy
was born into an old Hungarian family from the
Banat region. In Vienna, he was a private pupil of
Waldmiller and, from 1839, he studied at the
Academy of Fine Arts. From 1848, hewas a
member of the "Pester Kunstverein" (Pest Art
Association). Heis said to have invented a
precursor to the postcard during avisit to the area
around Herkulesbad with Friedrich Uhl.
According to Istvan Berkeszi, the artist's
biographer, he later published 18 lithographs
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from thistrip in Vienna, the text of which was
written by his traveling companion. He lived
temporarily in Temesvér and Prague, and later, in
the 1850s, in Kanizsa, Turkey. From 1861, he ran
aprivate painting school in Temesvar. He moved
to Viennaaround 1865. Komlésy was a
recognized artist, but lived in difficult financial
circumstances. Although heis primarily
considered a painter of landscapes and
flowers--his paintings of rosesin Schonbrunn
Park are considered excellent botanical
studies--he earned his living primarily by painting
images of saints and portraits, some of which
have survived to the present day in private
collections. From 1889 he suffered from mental
disorders; he died in 1892 and was buried in the
Central Cemetery in Vienna. Some of hisworks
are now kept in the Department of Fine Arts of
the Banat State Museum.
