No hunting scene or decorative background: here,
everything is focused on the hanging body, its
weight, and the vivid matter, rendered through
bold, textured strokes.

The palette blends greys, browns, touches of blue,
and hints of red, enhancing the feel of flesh and

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ruffled feathers. The pinholes and worn edges
confirm its role as a studio working note, used to
study posture and structure.
