He moved to Parisimmediately
after his baccalauréat to attend the Ecole Marseille 13007
Nationale Supérieure des Arts Décoratifs, and in

the 1980s made a name for himself as one of the

major playersin the Figuration Libre movement,

working alongside Robert Combas.In parallel

with his studio work, he travels the world on a

long-term project, discovering the different art

and craft techniques practiced by the people he

meets. During his various stops around the world,

he explores, for example, iconsin Bulgaria,

"appliqués” (fabric designs sewn onto canvas) in
