1943. However, he was interned in the Ostlinde
forcedlabour camp in 1944 due to his Jewish
origins. Following the end of Nazi rulehe worked
as a photographer at the National Theatre in
Weimar from 1947 t01950. He then moved to
Munich and became a photojournalist. He
produced photosfor magazines such as Revue,
Magnum, Twen and Quick. He became widely

Stern magazine between 1960 and 1968.Moses
created artistic records of contemporary and
social history, particularlythrough his portraits of
people at work, first in West Germany and thenin
EastGermany.

MakeM asks and Emigrants and Jews in Germany.
