Gifted in
drawing, he attended the Grande-Chaumiére
Academy, then joined the Champagne-Provence
earthenware factory as head of the molding
workshop. In Vallauris, he joined Jean Rivier's
studio. In 1952, he was present at the "Painters
and Sculptors' exhibition around Picasso and
Pignon.
