André Martin's friends were most often artists.
Joseph Lamberton, Henry Grosjean and Pierre
Eugéne Montézin, Jean Carlotti, Jean Fusaro,
André Cottavoz, and Jacques Truphémus, among
the leaders of the Lyonnaise school, exhibited
regularly at the Malaval Gallery, agallery owned
by my father and of which hiswife Anne-Marie
was the director. Among them are Mario
Prassinos and Roland Oudot, who painted in
Eygaliéres, Henri de Waroquier, Camille Hilaire,
Louis Pons, and Michel Ciry.
