These statues
are called bateba. They are considered living
beings and are atrue link between the visible and
the invisible. Wood with a patina of use (cracks,
erosions on the back). Height: 25.5 and 26.5 cm
Lobi people, Poni region, Burkina Faso Mid-20th
century or earlier.
