He then rented a modest room in
Montparnasse and had as a heighbor the Spanish
painter Jose Clara, a great friend of Picasso. This
is how he would meet the latter aswell as
Fernand Leger. He would perfect his sculpturein
Rodin's studio without abandoning his brushes.
He would have the opportunity to rub shoulders
with another great artist in the person of Maurice
Denis with whom they would paint together the
frescoes of the church of the Sacred Heart of
Cretein Thonon les Bains.
