Westens (commonly abbreviated as KaDeWe),

inaugurated in 1907 in Berlin, quickly became

one of the most prestigious department stores in

Europe. Beyond its commercial role, it also

housed renowned photographic studios,

frequented by a wealthy and cosmopolitan

clientele. At the time, studio photography was a

true social marker: being immortalised in such a

prestigious setting was a sign of status. The

portraits produced in these studios reflected not

only the fashion and aesthetics of the Belle



Époque, but also the rise of a bourgeoisie and

aristocracy keenly aware of their public image.
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
