Yellow ground, brown palettes, central motifs of

fruit and oil. Wear to the gilding on the two

central motifs. Two small chips on the base of

one plate. Good condition, no repairs. The rim

decoration is in perfect condition, as is the laurel

frieze. Authentic Sèvres factory plates from the

period.
