The

representation of the character's uniform can be

dated to 1823, the date on which he became a

Commander of the Order of the Legion of Honor.

He wears the Military Order of Prussia, received

in 1817. He was also a Knight of the Order of



Saint Louis and a Knight of the Order of Saint

Ferdinand of Spain, decorations that can be seen

on his left lapel, in the shadows.We would like to

thank Mr. François Robichon for his help in

writing this notice.
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
