and characterized as a kind of Nordic variant of
mature Italian Mannerism.The author of this
work, which can be dated to the early 17th
century, although the pictorial stylistic features
are still indebted to chronologically earlier
models, is to be found in the large group of pupils
of the Flemish master Hendrick van Balen. In our
opinion, it would be attributable to the hand of his
son and pupil Jan van Balen (Antwerp 1611 -
1654) in particular, showing a perfect example of
his painting, in whose products we can identify
the typical characteristics of the Italianising
Flemish current inherited from his
