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Description

Lucien Emile Porcheron (1876-1957) was a
highly accomplished Post-Impressionist painter,
admitted to the Ecole Nationale des Beaux-Arts
in Parisin 1894. A student of Jean-Léon Géréme,
Porcheron also studied with Henri Matisse and
Georges Brague, and later with Gabriel Ferrier in
1903-1904. Cultivating a deep appreciation for
beauty, he never sought fame and remained
reluctant to sell his works throughout hislife. It
wasin 1992 that his studio was sold at auction at
Drouot, dispersing 124 canvases.
