The strongly
contoured cornice is adorned with a dentil frieze
and two ascending rows. The doors and sides are
richly paneled. Inside, the cabinet is fitted with
shelves and lined with patterned wallpaper. The
original ironwork completes this imposing piece
with its strong architectural structure.
