The
sitter is depicted wearing afrock coat, an
emblematic garment of men's fashion during the
Restoration period, with a high collar and atied
scarf. The abundant, meticulously drawn
sideburns are a key element of the style: atrue
masculine signature of the 1820s and 1830s, they
accentuate the romantic character and elegant
silhouette of the figure. The delicacy of the
modeling, the quality of the skin rendered in
velvety tones, and the depth of the gaze all testify
to avery sure mastery and a resolutely romantic,
expressive, and sensitive aesthetic.
