The Garden of Gethsemane, located at the foot of

the Mount of Olives in Jerusalem, is one of the

most symbolically significant sites for Christians.

The garden is dominated by ancient olive trees,

some dating back over 2,000 years. Luigi Fiorillo

(1847-1898) was an Italian photographer active

primarily in North Africa and the Middle East

from the 1870s onwards.
