(figure of Hope), bust of Minerva, Dextrarum
Junctio, alternate with delicate vegetal motifs.The
various techniques employed in the creation of
this brooch draw direct inspiration from Etruscan
goldsmithing of the 6th-4th centuries B.C., and
echo the masterpieces of Giuliano and Castellani,
the renowned Italian jewellers celebrated for their
