Description

An appealing pair of Derby porcelain figures

known as "The Dresden Shepherds", produced

during the Bloor Derby period around 1825. The

shepherd extends an apple while holding a basket

of fruit, and the shepherdess replies with a flower,

creating a refined pastoral exchange.                 

The subject originates in mid-18th-century Saxon

pastoral sculpture and compositions associated

with Johann Joachim Kändler. Documented in

Peter Bradshaw, Derby Porcelain Figures

1750-1848, the model was first introduced at

Derby around 1758 and remained in production,

with variations, into the early 19th century.

continued manufacture of this design

demonstrates its lasting popularity and decorative

appeal. This pair represents a later Derby



continuation of a long-established pastoral model.

The undersides retain faint Bloor Derby marks,

kiln and shelf marks, old inventory residues, and

the incised working number 55.
